• An Illinois Class “B” CDL with airbrakes is required for this position. 

• General ability to operate various types of equipment (loader, backhoe, skid steer.) 

• A Highschool diploma or GED equivalent. 

• Applicants must pass a DMV Insurance background check to qualify for operating any township 

equipment. 

• Must be able to work overtime. Nights, weekends, and holidays during emergencies. 

PHYSICAL AND OTHER REQUIREMENTS 

• Applicants must be able to demonstrate the ability to work with various hand tools and lift to 50 

lbs, and team lift to 100 lbs.  

• Applicants should be able to climb in and out of sewer manholes as well as ditches and other 

rough terrain.
